TIMES OF CONTESTS: Doors open at 1:00 PM with the first performance beginning at 2:00 PM. See enclosed schedule for complete details.

 

ADMISSION PRICES: $5 Adults ($3 Student/Senior)

 

UNIT CHECK-IN: (See Maps for new bus entrance for drop off. Be prepared to declare the number of performers. Performers, plus seven (8) staff will be admitted at no charge. Units must check-in at least 1 1/2 hours prior to performance time. At that time, you will receive your directors packet as well as be asked to complete paper work in regards to Spiel Sheets, Video Ordering, etc. Participants, plus seven (8) will have hands stamped at check-in.  You will be met by a guide at check-in and they will escort your group to your homeroom.  Upon arrival at homeroom, please have director or adult in charge inspect homeroom and sign the IPA homeroom inspection form.

HOME ROOMS: For your convenience, each unit will be provided a homeroom surrounding your performance times. All Class A units, please plan on vacating your homeroom one (1) hour after your performance time, unless your performance/loading time conflicts with the award ceremony in which case you should plan on vacating as soon as possible after awards. Please remind your students about IPA homeroom policy.  Students should not “hang-out” in the homerooms.

 

DRESSING FACILITIES: Restrooms available on site, in addition to your homeroom areas. Please do not leave valuable personal items in the restrooms. IPA or the contest sponsors are not responsible for any lost items.

 

FOOTWEAR AND EQUIPMENT PROTECTION: Any props used must be protected so as not to damage the floor. Soft-soled shoes need no added protection. Hard-soled shoes must be taped. Percussion equipment must be on rollers and please do not drag timpani pedals on floor.

INSPECTION: Located in pre warm up holding area.

 

TABULATING AND JUDGING AREA: These areas are off limits to everyone except authorized personnel. 
Score sheets & Recaps will be available at the hospitality area shortly after awards ceremony.

DIGITAL COMMENTARY Pick up digital commentary at the announcers table.
 

FLOOR SIZE: Competitive area will be 60’ X 90’ with sufficient room at each end and backsides.

 

ELECTRICAL POWER: Power will be provided at front and back centerline.

 

WARM-UP AREA: See map.

 

TRANSIT: To assist in our contest flow, please be with your equipment in the holding area 25 minutes prior to your warm up time. A contest official will organize the departure to the respective warm up areas.
 

FLOOR FOLDING, ENTRANCE & EXIT INFO: Units will enter from the Back Stage Left corner taking the back half of the floor first and exit on the front Stage Left. We will utilize the Horizontal Time Line for this contest. Specific maps are included in this packet.

***IMPORTANT NOTICE PLEASE READ***
 

UNITS WILL EXIT IN A DIFFERENT LOCATION FROM THE UNLOADING AREA. DO NOT BRING CASES OR EXTRA EQUIPMENT INTO THE PAVILION OR WARM UP AREAS. PLEASE HAVE A SPECIFIC PLAN  FOR PERFORMERS COATS AND SHOES AFTER YOU HAVE UNLOADED, DETAILS BELOW.
EQUIPMENT DROP OFF AND LOADING: You MUST make arrangements to unload ONE hour prior to your warm up time to ensure smooth flow in this area. Contest Officials will be in place to direct you to your assigned equipment area. After you have unloaded please make arrangements to move your truck(s) to the holding area in the spectator lot off of Broadway. Access to this lot will require your driver to travel around the school accessing the lot off of Broadway. Once again, contest personnel will be there to direct your driver. After your performance (this is important), please plan to have your driver exit the spectator entrance and move the truck to the loading area. We will have four (4) zones used in rotation at the south end of the school accessed off Broadway, signs and personnel will be in place. You will have approximately 30 minutes in this area to load and move to the holding area. As your unit exits the gym they will travel through the interior of the school through Hall 2, please organize coats and shoes to allow your performers the opportunity to avoid the elements. They will NOT be able to return to the unloading area or homerooms for that purpose. All equipment and props must be removed from the building immediately following your performance. 

BUS PARKING: After your unit has checked in the bus will be relocated in a holding area in the main spectator lot. Busses may not be brought back to the south end of the school for student pick up. Plan on having them exit the front of the school to board their bus in this designated area.
AWARDS: 
Captains Only Retreats. Everyone will receive a participation certificate.

Trophies will be presented as per IPA guidelines.
Captains will line up in performance order in the holding area near the unit entrance.  

 

CRITIQUE: Critique will take place in the Judges Room (adjacent to the hospitality area) in performance order immediately following Open & World Class Awards.

 

VIDEO TAPING: Sponsor will provide video taping service at the cost of $10.00 per unit per performance, please order your video at the Check In table.

 

CONCESSIONS: Please encourage your students and parents to enjoy our concession area, located in our cafeteria. Our boosters do a great job in this area and we will have some great food on hand.
 

FIRST AID: 
First Aid will be available on site.

FLOOR REFLODING: No large area will be available for refolding. You will have a brief period after your performance to organize your floor in the hall way. If you “snake” you floor from the competition area, plan on putting it on the cart in the carpeted hall immediately following your exit. If floor folding is a concern please contact us so we can work a solution.
 

HOSPITALITY: Please come and relax in our directors and staff hospitality area located in the band room. A smorgasbord of food and beverages will be available in a nice relaxing environment.
